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A deep and inviting initial nose that threw off generous aromas of menthol tobaccos, mint
julep cocktails, fruity black coffee and things like walnut oil, polished teak furniture,
salted caramel and brandy snaps. Water unveiled stewed dark fruits, salted liquorice, fig jam
and a lovely, ethereal rancio vibe. The palate was immediately dense and rich with
impressions of damp cellar earth, cloves, green walnut liqueur, bitter orange marmalade and
dry roast peanuts. Some water added salted almond notes, VORS oloroso sherry, paprika-dusted
Iberico ham and dark notes of pumpernickel bread, dried ginger and bran cereals. Matured in a
bourbon hogshead for 10 years before transfer to a 1st fill Spanish oak Oloroso hogshead.
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
