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On the nose neat juicy pineapple, green apples, rhubarb and custard, limeade with mint, fresh
sugar cane juice, vanilla and coconut - simple yet complex, confused? Certainly, plenty of

heat on the palate neat but beyond the spice plenty of goodness; Ovaltine, salted caramel,

cape gooseberries, treacle and plenty of tropical fruits like mango and passion fruit. Water
added a pleasant oakiness combined with gorse and heather as well as candied sweets and fruit
pastilles while to taste charred pineapple, mango coulis and chocolate oranges. In the

finish, a creamy, indulgent chai-spiced hot chocolate topped with whipped coconut cream.
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
