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We found this to be initially quite a gentle take on this cult distillate. A very fragrant

profile that included lemon washing powder, wet linens, chalk, sea air and heather ale with a
tang of rhubarb. Water brought lemon cough drops, cedar wood, lychee and freshly bailed hay.
Aromatic and soothing! The neat palate opened with classic notes of bubblegum, fruity waxes
and summer fruit barley water. Sweet, elegant and rich. Some water brought out boozy exotic
fruit salad juices, lemon curd, buttered white bread with honey and some fruity scone mix
chewiness.
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
