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Highland 60.0% 1st Fill Barrel / Bourbon
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At first we noted freshly laundered fabrics, varnished wood, warm milled flour and chopped
almonds on the nose. There was also a lovely undercurrent of freshly cut grass and fruity
muesli. Some water brought out dried papaya, softmints, Scotch broth and bashed up oatcakes.
Charismatic and very close to the raw ingredients. The neat palate opened with crisp cider
apple, hot cross bun, new leather and dried banana chips. Some toasted sunflower seeds and
trail mix as well. Reduction brought a touch of digestive biscuit along with a waxier texture
and notes of pressed flowers, rose water, heather ale and pollen.
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
