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The nose evoked wood-smoked haddock sheds, ship decks after Trafalgar or a driftwood beach
bonfire serving seared scallops with marie rose and lemon. The palate found lemon juice and
soy sauce drizzled on lobster, lime marmalade on burnt toast, charred oak, ash and sticking
plasters. The reduced nose was another campfire (wood smoke, ash) by the shore (rock pools,
seaweed) with a mix of candied fruits, peanut brittle and seafood. The palate became a
mouth-puckering, lip-smacking sensation of crab meat dressed in honey and rice wine vinegar,
followed by vanilla ice cream and popcorn; the finish - wood, ginger, peat ash and citric
smoke.
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
