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We were served a scoop of hokey pokey flavoured ice cream, which in New Zealand describes
plain vanilla with small solid lumps of honeycomb toffee in a wafer style ice cream cone. On
the palate, a refreshing sweet peach iced tea at first before a spicy tarte flambee with red

bell pepper and zucchini took centre stage. Water added the spicy fruitiness found in a
strawberry black pepper jam or a chai spiced apple turnover with dried cranberries and
walnuts. To taste, cinnamon apple spice shortbread cookies and an old song came to mind “
Hokey pokey penny a lump, that’s the stuff to make ye jump”.
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
