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We encountered a very attractive nose - new cowhoy boots and perfumed air amid church pews,
café noir biscuits, molasses, liquorice and tobacco leaf. There was plenty of wood on the

palate — wood shavings, sandalwood, liquorice root etc — but we also tasted cinnamon apple

pie, cherries in dark chocolate, candy corn and sweet floral perfumes. Adding water brought
dried fruits, spun sugar and Viennese coffee with fig to the nose. The palate now entertained

us with vanilla extract, demerara sugar with clove, and background hints of polished leather
and aromatherapy oils (including menthol); warm and sweet, spicy and dry, this is a complex
beast.
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
