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Lowland 33 56.8% 1st fill hogshead / Heavy toast medium char
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Very relaxed, yet at the same time very confident. The aroma permeated the air, and the smell
was simply intoxicating. Descriptors could not do it justice, but we have tried — orange
caramel sauce, marzipan, coffee, bananas and toasted coconut cashew nuts. The mouthfeel was
oily and waxy like bourbon barrel-aged maple syrup spread over fluffy American pancakes.
After adding a drop of water, it truly turned into a "rocking chair dram" with flavours of

honey liqueur, caramelised bananas, fudge, tobacco, walnuts and old leather. Following 30
years in an ex-bourbon hogshead, we transferred this whisky into a first fill, heavy-toast,
medium-charred hogshead.
